	IFLA Strategic Plan and Priority Actions update
Andrew reported that the current IFLA Strategic Plan is continuing and provided the following priority initiatives update. 
· Digital Content Programme: Driving access to content, and digital resources, for library users. Noted that the Trend Report on the digital environment was about to be published and commended it for further consideration within member institutions. Andrew also noted that the ‘IFLA Library’ OA repository had been launched. 
· IFLA International Librarianship Leadership Development Programme: capacity building to raise the voice of the profession nationally, regionally and internationally is continuing. 
· Outreach Programme for Advocacy and Advancement of the Profession: connecting, collaborating, representing strategically 

· Cultural Heritage Disaster Reconstruction Programme: Culture is a basic need, a culture thrives through its cultural heritage, it dies without it 

· Multilingualism Programme and standards work is continuing
Andrew noted that we should ensure we link our activities to one or more of the above.
